* A 58" needle usually is adequate for neonates (first
28 days of life), preterm infants, and children ages
1 through 18 years if the skin is stretched flat between
the thumb and forefinger and the needle is inserted
at a 90° angle to the skin.

T A 55" needle may be used in patients weighing less
than 130 Ibs (<60 kg) for IM injection in the deltoid
muscle only if the skin is stretched flat between the

thumb and forefinger and the needle is inserted at a
90° angle to the skin; a 1" needle is sufficient in
patients weighing 130-152 Ibs (60-70 kg); a 1-11/2"
needle is recommended in women weighing 153-200
Ibs (70-90 kg) and men weighing 153-260 Ibs (70-118
kg); a 172" needle is recommended in women
weighing more than 200 Ibs (91 kg) or men weighing
more than 260 Ibs (118 kg).

Needle insertion

Use a needle long enough to reach
deep into the muscle.

Insert needle at a 90° angle to the
skin with a quick thrust.

(Before administering an injection of
vaccine, it is not necessary to aspi-
rate, i.e., to pull back on the syringe
plunger after needle insertion.)

Multiple injections given in the
same extremity should be separated
by a minimum of 1%, if possible.

acromion
process

(bony prominence
above deltoid)

level of armpit
IM injection
site
(shaded area)

elbow

Give in the central and thickest portion of the
deltoid muscle — above the level of the armpit
and approximately 2-3 fingerbreadths (~2")
below the acromion process. See the diagram.
To avoid causing an injury, do not inject too
high (near the acromion process) or too low.

Insert needle at a 45° angle into fatty tissue
of the anterolateral thigh. Make sure you
pinch up on subcutaneous tissue to prevent
injection into the muscle.
