1. Blood Collection Supplies

e Blood collection bags (single, double, triple, or quadruple with anticoagulant)
o Needles (typically 16G or 17G sterile, single-use) (MYCO Medical - Phlebotomy)(Terumo - Blood

Collection)

e Blood tubing sets
Blood scales/mixers (to monitor volume collected and mix anticoagulant)
Lancets (for fingerstick hemoglobin testing)(HTL-Strefa - Safety Lancets)

2. Sterile Medical Supplies (Dukal - Medical Disposables)

Alcohol prep pads or chlorhexidine swabs (for disinfection)
Sterile gauze pads and cotton balls

Adhesive bandages or pressure bandages

Tourniquets

Gloves (non-latex, disposable, sterile) (Ansell - Gloves)

3. Donor Testing Supplies (Clarity Diagnostics - Diagnostic Testing)

Hemoglobin test kits or devices
Blood typing reagents (for ABO/Rh)
Infectious disease screening kits (HIV, Hepatitis B/C, syphilis, etc.)

Urinalysis dipsticks (less common, but sometimes included)
4. Safety & Sharps Disposal (Medegen - Sharps Containers & Specialty Bags)

e Sharps containers (for needles and lancets)
e Biohazard waste bags
e Spill kits or disinfectant cleaners

The Remarkable Impact of Blood Donations

Blood is irreplaceable, and modern medicine simply doesn’t work without it. From childbirth complications to
chronic conditions, the role of blood is life-critical. Below are ways in which blood donations are vital.

A Lifeline in Emergencies

Car accidents, natural disasters, and violent incidents can cause sudden and severe blood loss. The shelf life of
donated blood is limited (red blood cells last about 42 days), which means the constant availability of fresh
donations is essential in emergency care.

Supporting Medical Treatments and Surgeries

Patients with diseases such as leukemia, lymphoma, and sickle cell anemia often require regular transfusions
to manage their conditions and improve their quality of life. Additionally, surgeries—both routine and life-
saving—rely heavily on ready blood supplies.
