1. Exam Table (The Foundation of the Room)
Key features to look for:



Adjustable height (manual or powered)
Easy-to-clean surfaces
Integrated storage (drawers or shelves)
Patient weight capacity appropriate for your population

Why it matters:
 The exam table anchors the room. Choosing the right model improves both patient safety and provider 
ergonomics.

2. Vital Signs Monitoring Equipment
Core components:

Blood pressure monitor (manual or automated)
Thermometer
Pulse oximeter
Weight scale (in-room or nearby)

Advanced option:

Integrated vital signs stations that automatically upload to the EHR

3. Wall-Mounted Diagnostic Systems
Typical setup:

Otoscope

4. Seating for Provider and Patient
Include:

Adjustable clinician stool (with back support)
Patient chair or companion seating

5. Lighting (Often Overlooked, Always Critical)
Types:

Overhead ambient lighting
Adjustable exam/procedure light

Key considerations:

Bright, shadow-free illumination
Flexible positioning for exams

 Proper lighting improves diagnostic accuracy and reduces eye strain.

6. Storage & Cabinetry
Essentials:

Closed cabinets for clean supplies
Drawers for frequently used items
Counter space for prep

Best practice:
 Organize supplies by frequency of use, keeping high-use items within arm’s reach.

Why it matters:
 Poor storage design leads to wasted time, clutter, and inconsistent workflows.

7. Point-of-Care Supply Setup
Common items to stock:

Gloves (multiple sizes)
Masks and PPE
Alcohol prep pads
Gauze and bandages
Syringes and needles
Specimen collection supplies

Why it matters:
 A fully stocked room prevents interruptions and keeps patient visits on schedule.



8. Infection Prevention Essentials
Must-have supplies:

Disinfectant wipes or sprays
Hand sanitizer dispensers
Exam table paper or disposable covers
Sharps container
Biohazard waste bin

 Infection control must be built into the room design, not treated as an afterthought.
